How does the traffic pattern work at Lincoln?   Parents should be driving east down Cleveland street to Barton Street.  Turn north on Barton to Erie.  You may then turn on Erie to the east alley.  Please pull through to the playground when dropping off students in the morning.  (Note:  If your child is arriving after the 8:20 am tardy bell, you must come into the building to sign then in.  Please park in a visitor spot and do not block the driveway.)  After school, we ask that you stay against the south side of Erie Street (heading west) until the students are dismissed.  This allows our neighbors access to their homes.  Also, please do not pull up onto Erie Street from Barton and block the road.  Keep the center path open so neighbors are able to pass through.  In inclement weather, we would suggest that you remain at the bottom of the Barton Hill, until it is clear at the top.  The city is working with us to make sure the roads are passable.  There may be one or two days this winter when the weather will get the upper hand requiring these steps.  If you choose to avoid the traffic lines, you may park on Mary Street and walk up to the fence to wait for your child, have your child walk down a block to meet you, or purchase a bus pass. · If your child requires medicine at school, you must have a physician signed form (available in the office) on file.  Please note, we will not be providing any medication to students without this information.  Parents must provide the medication and have the form on file.  In lieu of this, a parent can arrange to personally dispense the medication to their child.

· Entrance to the building is through the southwest door only.  Visitors must come to the office and sign in.  We welcome parent visitors, but only by appointment.  We do not want to disrupt any instructional time.  We would love for you to participate by volunteering in the classroom.  Contact your child’s teacher or Mrs. B for opportunities to volunteer.

· NOTE:  Watch for school information that is sent home in your child’s take home folder or bookbag.
· Please share any used books still in good condition with others.  We have an ongoing book drive for Project Success of Eastern Bureau County.   We are taking books for all levels and adults.  We only ask that if the material is of an adult nature, please deliver those to the Food Pantry. 
· Please follow our rules for parking during drop-off and pick up of your child.  We are trying to be good neighbors and keep our students safe.
